Dedicated students no
longer evince even g passing
interest. The serious scholars
couldn’t care less.

Of those students involved,

few' have direct organiza.
tional ties of radical, extrem-
ist or even Communist na-
ture.

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UC Police
| Bill Still
Unpaid

The Alameda County Board
of Supervisors was advised
yesterday that the University
of California Regents can
find no legal provision en-
abling them to.pay a $3,628
policing bill run up by the
sheriff’s department during
the recent demonstrations at
the university. .
Kent Pursel, chairman of
the supervisors, last night is-
sued a statement blistering
the Regents for allowing the
demonstrations “by"a défi-
ant minority” to continue,
adding:
“Unless the administration
takes a strong, positive stand,
and means it, it will be
forced to tolerate this con-
dition indefinitely.”
Pursel said his board had
been advised by a deputy dis-
trict ,attorney that they had
no recousse; that the sheriff
was obligated to accept a call
for help, no matter whether
paid or not.
“The university told us to
$ubmit our bill,” he went on.
“Then they said their own at-
torney told them they had
no legal provision under
which to pay it.
“But this thing can go on.
and the property owners of
the county will have to pay
this bill and anv others that
result if it does keep on. And
after the university called
out all police, they didn’t
even use them."” . .
Besides the Alameda Coun-
ty bill, the  university has
been dunned for $4,580 by
the Oakland police and about
$2,500 by the Berkeley po-
lice. :
