This full OYO
scholarship will be granted annually on a
merit basis to an OYO wind or brass
player who best exemplifies the qualities
which others admired in Andrew: excel-
lence in music, commitment to the or-
chestra and its members, a joy of life,
caring for his fellow human beings, and
a desire to be a good person. The first
receipient was  clarinetist Jane Carr. Last
year the award went to a young man in
our horn section, Jeff Matthews.
